The School Counseling profession has undertaken drastic changes in the last five to ten years. As a result, a National Model is the desired format for program delivery services. Also, school counselors are encouraged to have a critical role with educational reform efforts in schools. These reform efforts emphasize training students in developing, implementing, and evaluating services targeted in the National Model. Additionally, there are new roles for school counselors in schools reflecting their connection with education reform. School counselors still need their training as competent, master’s level counselors but these changes mandate educators to broaden our scope of preparation and training. 


	





Considering the graduate counseling program is our core curriculum, there will be enrollment shifts in some of the courses in which all three graduate counseling programs (Community, Rehabilitation, and School Counseling) students enroll. Specifically, COUN 505 Research Methods, COUN 540 Family Counseling, COUN 561 Substance Abuse: Prevention and Education, and COUN 504 Appraisal Techniques will not need to be offered as frequently with school counseling students only turning to these courses as potential elective courses. 





None, for the most part our graduate students only complete courses within the Graduate Counseling Program. 


The only impact will be on enrollment trends in the four previously mentioned counseling courses that are offered exclusively for students in the three graduate counseling programs.


School Counseling students occasionally take an elective course from the graduate Education Program offerings and this should not impact that change. 





	The same number of students will be enrolled and taking the same number of counseling classes. Offering the previously listed courses less frequently, will allow us to offer the four new courses proposed on an annual basis. We anticipate offering one section of each of the four newly proposed courses every year. 


This does imply the need for more “school counseling specialty” faculty within our department.
