EDUC XXX Methods Teaching Language K-6

 Teaching Foreign Language or ESL in Grades K-6

Goals:  

1. To provide future language teachers with a comprehensive overview of elementary language teaching theory and methodology.

2. To provide opportunities for personal research, professional development, practical teaching experience and frequent evaluation of teaching ability.

Objectives:


Using a workshop/seminar approach, this course emphasizes the theory and practice of teaching a second language.  To achieve theoretical knowledge we will

1. briefly review the history of  elementary foreign language education in the United States.

2. become familiar with the range of theories and methods of language teaching.

3. become familiar with a basic bibliography of standard works and references in the area of second-language pedagogy and methodology such as the National Standards for Teaching Languages and the American Council on Teaching Foreign Languages (ACTFL) Proficiency Guidelines.

4. orient ourselves professionally by becoming members of the appropriate teaching organizations and reading those professional journals.

5. investigate how technology and CDROM programs enhance acquisition of language skills.

To acquire practical knowledge students will, among other things

1. teach frequent mini-lessons in class as well as in elementary classrooms in nearby schools 

2. videotape at least two classes taught

3. create a Curriculum File of materials which will be useful in teaching career which includes visuals, maps, websites, textbook and CDROM evaluations, music, video and print resources.

4. observe and evaluate teachers in the classroom both here on campus and in the area.

5. learn how to operate and integrate effectively into lesson planning audiovisual equipment, computers and satellite programming, visualizer and overhead projection.

2. make explicit how they believe second language occurs.

6. become moderately skilled users of technology that enhance learning.

7. learn how to review textbooks and choose an appropriate text.

8. learn how to set goals for the language classroom and design a curriculum which incorporates the vision of the National Standards as a constant reference.

9. learn teaching, testing and grading strategies for grades K-6.

10. become proficient in designing effective lesson plans for daily teaching at all levels K-6.

With approval of the proposed course, Secondary Education Majors in the Modern Language Curriculum can be more focused on teaching a second language to students in grades K-6.  Then, EDUC 314 can be more focused on teaching a second language to students in grades 7-12.


     The span of learning/teaching styles abilities in grades K-12 are too great to adequately address during one semester.  Having two methods courses, K-6 and 7-12, allows Secondary Education Majors in the Modern Language Curriculum to become more effective, versatile, and skilled in their teaching.  





Similar content is taught in EDUC 314 Specific Subject Methods.  For Secondary Education Majors in the Modern Language Curriculum, the course now addresses teaching a second language to school-aged students, grades K-12. 


     ESLS 511 ESL Methods in Teaching Language K-6 exists in the English as a Second Language Graduate program.








Using knowledge of planning and teaching, students are guided in specific content, techniques, theory, and practice for teaching a second language to school-aged students, grades K-6.  Students will demonstrate their ability in “micro” teaching experiences.  Includes service-learning component.











To provide future language teachers with a comprehensive overview of elementary language teaching theory and methodology.


This course will provide pre-service language teachers with the specialized skills needed to teach Foreign Language or ESL in Grades K-6
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EDUC 341 is an established course in the Education Department.  It is offered in many of the undergraduate programs.  Because to the variety of learning styles and abilities found in the diverse student populations of many classrooms, this is a necessary course for pre-service teachers.
