I. In the best interest for our students who have ample opportunity to pursue independent means of refining computer skills and compliance with PDE Chapter 49.2 to offer students a three credit course in English Language Learners, we propose removing this course.


II. Recent changes in PDE competencies no longer make this course necessary.


B. PDE Chapter 49.2 requires all programs to offer three three-credit hours or 270 hours or a combination thereof in Special Education. We are proposing adding these two courses. The other 90 hours have been spread throughout remaining courses required for certification.


PDE now offers a PRAXIS exam option that replaces Option 1 to earn a second certification and makes EFND 516 Advanced Educational Psychology unnecessary.
