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Deleting:  PHIL 413J The End of Philosophy; and HUM 311J-312J Masterworks I & II.





Adding PHIL 435J Philosophy of Self and Other; and ENLT 323J & 423J Classics of Western Literature I & II. 





Two required courses in literature, taught by professors of literature, is more appropriate for a Jesuit Liberal Arts Program than two courses in Humanities, which cover works of literature, but were taught by professors from various departments outside of literature.  





PHIL 434J is replacing PHIL 413J as the capstone course in the SJLA Program. 





The revision will have an impact on the core curriculum for students in the SJLA Honors program as described above. 
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
