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1  Under the new program revision proposal for the Sociology major, Soc 318:  Sociological Theory becomes Soc 218.  The change in numbering is reflected in the “New Minor Track”.
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The changes involve changing which courses are required within the minor to better fit the pedagogical model supported by the American Sociological Association (ASA).





These changes will provide a better foundation of sociological knowledge for minors.  They will also create a pedagogical hierarchy of learning which will lead to more focused sociological classes as one progresses through the minor.  This pedagogical hierarchy is the result of the findings from an ASA task force specifically designed to evaluate the context of the sociology major and minor nationwide and to provide concrete suggestions for improvement.
