The Education Department decided to make our certification program in Elementary Education a dual certificate with Special Education in order to meet the new mandates of PDE as well as the needs of our students from New Jersey.











In order to offer the degree with dual certification we will need humanities credit for either ENLT 103 Children’s Literature, GEOG 134 World and Regional Geography or PS 135 State and Local Government.
